Fiction Core

Q. How do I submit a finished story to the fiction core?

A. Click the ‘Fiction Core’ link and then click the ‘Submit A Story’ icon. Then choose the category for your story and add the title of your story within the required fields. It is then a simple case of copying and pasting your story text, in to the upper text field, from whatever format you have it saved within.

Q. When is the correct time to add my story to the Fiction Core?

A. When you are satisfied that the spelling, grammar and punctuation within your story have all been checked and are of a satisfactory ‘readable’ level.

Q. What if I need help with my spelling, grammar and punctuation?

A. Go take a look at the ‘Critique’ forum within the Forums. There are many members of the site here who will be willing to help you with your story.

Q. Can I add a picture to my completed story?

A. No. The Moderating Team decide what pieces of fiction deserve the extra promotion of a supporting banner.

Q. Is there a preferred document to copy and paste text from, and then add to the upper text field?

A. Yes. If you have written your story within a Word document then all you need to do is copy the text and then click the onsite ‘Paste from Word’ icon – the system then does the pasting part for you.

Q. How do I save my story once I have added all the details to the required fields?

A. Simply click the little ‘disk’ icon and your story will go for approval by the on site Administrators.
Q. What if I make an error when completing the required fields?

A. An easy option is to click the red ‘X’ icon and then start the process again.

Q. What happens to my story once it is saved?

A. Your story then goes for approval by an Admin. Once approved your story will be displayed in the relevant fiction section category and also within the ‘New Fiction’ field on the site Home Page.

Q. What does the on site term ‘published’ mean?

A. The Administrators of the site have to ‘click a button’ behind the scenes to approve your work if it is of an acceptable standard. Once the button is clicked your work gets ‘published’ (or displayed) on site for all to see.

Workbench

Q. I am registered as a member of Imp-Lit but I can’t access the Workbench, how come?

A. Only on site members who have been given ‘Author’ permission status by an Administrator can get in to the Workbench feature and use its facilities.
Q. What is the Workbench for any way?

A. It is a function that allows members to be able to physically draft a story when they are on site. The story can be saved too; so when the member logs back in another time the story is still there so that the member can carry on working on it.

Q. But what happens when someone finishes a story within the Workbench?

A. The member can then either copy and paste the story to the Critique Forum for some feedback or they can send a Private Message to an Admin who will then publish the story directly in to the Fiction Core for the member.

Q. I have ‘Author’ permissions but am unsure as to how I go about submitting a work-in-progress story?

A. Simple. Submitting a story to the Workbench is exactly the same as submitting a finished story to the Fiction Core.

Q. Once I have saved my Workbench WIP story, where does it go?

A. You can find the story either in the ‘Your Content’ section or you can go to the Fiction Core and find your work within the fiction category you submitted it to.

Q. Can other registered members or ‘Authors’ gain access to my WIP fiction?

A. No. Only you and the Moderating Team can access your WIP fiction. Don’t worry, nobody else can tamper with your work!

Q. How many WIP stories can I have saved on site?

A. As many as you wish.

Q. What do I do if I no longer wish to continue writing a specific WIP story?

A. PM an Admin and we will remove your story from the database.

Q. Am I able to edit and amend my story regardless as to whether it has been published by an Admin?

A. Oh yes. A perk of your ‘Author’ privileges.

Q. How do I get ‘Author’ level permissions?

A. Have a chat with one of the site Admins who will then decide whether you get the access!

Your Content

Q. What is the point of the ‘Your Content’ section?

A. It is a feature that literally displays all of the content you have submitted to Imp-Lit, whether it is a story, an article or even a news item.

Q. I am a registered member of Imp-Lit, but all I get to see is a list of the works I have submitted to the site – is that it?

A. Afraid so. You will require ‘Author’ level permissions to be able to use all of the features that the ‘Your Content’ section affords.

Q. I have ‘Author’ level permissions and I would like to submit an article and some news – how do I do this?

A. Nice and easy. Select either ‘Articles’ or ‘News’ from the drop-down-menu and then apply the exact same process as submitting a Fiction Core story or a Workbench WIP story.

Q. Do ‘Articles’ and ‘News’ submissions go for Admin approval once I have saved them?

A. They sure do. But, because of your ‘Author’ permissions you can still edit them if you find you have made a mistake.

Q. Can I really submit a Fiction Core story or a Workbench WIP story via the ‘Your Content’ section?

A. You can indeed, providing you have ‘Author’ permissions. Please bear in mind that Workbench submissions made via the ‘Your Content’ section will only be displayed within the ‘Your Content’ listings and not within the Fiction Core.

Q. How do I get ‘Author’ level permissions?

A. Have a chat with one of the site Admins who will then decide whether you get the access!
