1. New Fiction when submitted as a “Submit a Story” does register the name of the story within the ‘New Fiction’ module on the Home Page, but doesn’t show the name of the author and the date that the story was submitted.

1a) Ah, config needs changing not an issue.

· Cool
· Paul: may need a little coding, should be quite easy will do later.
· Gav: cheers.
· Gav(17.02.07): How goes progress with this bit Paul?
· Not too well – I’ve posted a question on a Joomla forum – I was mistaken before (thought I had this on Astro but I don’t), leave it with me. If there’s no way Joomla can do it I may have to hand code.
· Gav(18.02.07) – I must admit, I asked for author name and date submitted to be displayed as it looks so nice in the Astro ‘Latest Forum Posts’ module.
· Ah, yep built in functionality on forum posts but not articles (sorry).
· Gav(19.02.07): Paul, are you still investigating this or shall we knock it on the head as non-do’able?
· We’ll put it on hold – it is doable but may require coding or research to find a module that does this.
2. When I am logged in to the site as a standard member I am unable to leave comment upon stories within the fiction core as there is no facility set-up to leave a comment.

2a) I’ll install a component.

· Nice one
· Paul: Didn’t need a new component in the end, I have enabled this, un-registered people can rate is this OK?
· Gav: Can you make this so that the individual has to be a registered member of Imp-Lit please mate? Also, it doesn’t seem to be working at the moment as there is still no facility to leave a comment upon a fiction core completed story (‘Trials of the Supplicor’ for example). Are you able to create something that will allow registered users to post comments to completed fiction core stories?
· Gav(17.02.07): Paul when you click on a fiction icon category (‘Blood Angels’ for example) you get to see the ‘date’ ‘story title’ ‘author’ and ‘hits’ – when the story comments section is working (see question 4) is it possible to add a further section of ‘Comments’ and to list the number of comments the story has – doesn’t have to list the actual comment though?
· Paul: I don’t think so but will investigate.
3. Is it possible to amend the “Latest Forum Post” module to “Fiction Core Comments” so that when someone does leave a comment to a story based in the fiction core the comment triggers a link to appear on the Home Page within the module?

3a) Yes – I can set the module to just show crit if you like.

· Excellent
· Paul: Done only showing crit posts now (if this isn’t what you wanted let me know), looks naff at the mo as there is no crit, will code a minimum module height to make this situation less ugly.

· Gav: Sorry Paul. When someone leaves a comment to a finished story that is within the fiction core, not the critique forum, we would like that comment to trigger a link within the Home Page ‘Fiction Core Comments’ module. When you said ‘crit’ initially I didn’t realise you meant the Critique Forum, apologies. 
· Paul: Should be OK now – just need to configure a bit.

· Gav (17.2.07): Yeah this isn’t working at the moment as I tried leaving a comment. It also logs you out once you have left a message. I like the fact that the Mods get to approve the comments being left though. Where will these comments be shown when authorised? At the end of each individual story in their own segment, for example? Also, only registered members and above should be allowed to leave a comment here.
· Paul: Looks OK now. See my test.
· Gav(18.02.07): That is great. However – please read the Fiction Core Comments section I have added at the end of this document.
7. Standard site members are not currently authorised to ‘Submit a Story’ to the fiction core, and they should have authority to do this.
7a) I need to change a bit of code for this will let Steve know changes, incase you upgrade and change gets removed.

a. Cool
b. Paul: I need to upload a component for this.
c. Gav: nice one.
d. Paul: Sorted.
e. Gav (17.02.07): Paul, this feature now allows unregistered Imp-Lit members to submit fiction. Would prefer it if you could make if so that the only folks who are allowed to use the ‘Submit a Story’ icon were registered members and above – is this possible? So, any non-registered members when they click the ‘Submit a Story’ icon get faced with the screen like they do when they click the Workbench button. Other than that this is now spot on mate.
f. Paul: Let me think about this, should be possible.
8. Within the PM facility there needs to be a drop down list of usernames to choose from or a search facility to find the member name.

8a) Drop down is possible I will configure.

a. Cheers

b. Paul: Just need to explore further.

c. Gav: Ok mate.
11. Please can you add the ‘Terms and Conditions’, ‘Copyright’ and ‘Trademarks’ information at the foot of the Home Page (much the same as it is on Astro).

11a) not a problem.

a. Sweet
b. Paul: Sorted – although I feel we need to add a contact us option, we’re collecting personal data and people need to be able to contact to ask for it to be removed, law in the UK.
c. Gav(18.02.07): Paul, please do add the contact us option. You can quote e-mail address skennedy@imperial-literature.net.
d. Gav(19.02.07): Paul, in the ‘Privacy Policy’ section the links ‘sending us an e-mail’ and ‘contact us’ both divert to Astronomican at the present time.
12. Is it possible to display a small ‘Total Member’ tally somewhere? Perhaps close to the ‘Who’s Online’ module when created?
12a) not a problem.

a. Excellent

13. Can you incorporate a forum posting ranking system that is basically hidden to the populace of the site. By this I mean that folks will have no idea what triggers a rank increase. I would ideally like the ranking to work solely from posts from the Critique forum and the Competition/Contests forum – possible?

13a) Possibly, would need hand coding though.
a. Ok – I would really like this feature.
b. I have found a component called JAwards, it doesn’t add awards to the forum but does add them to the profile how does that sound.
c. Gav(18.02.07). That sounds like a feasible idea. Do you still need me to do the lists as detailed below?
d. Paul: Ignore the above let’s stick with what you were asking for below, these are essentially the same, I got a little confused there, what do you mean by hidden BTW? So I’ll still need that ranking list.
e. Gav(19.02.07): Is 20+ ‘category’ choices with 20 ranks within each category overkill and a coding nightmare? Would you want me to cut this back in any way?
f. Paul: Well it requires about 22 lines of code for each category – so over 400 lines of code – a bit much. Astro uses about 12 categories with 7 ranks. I’ve never come across a forum that offers more that 7 ranks – why did you want so many?
14. Within the back-end category manager ‘Fiction’ has its own category along with Adeptus Mechanicus, Assassins, Tau etc etc. Can you advise whether we need to have ‘Fiction’ as a category or not – we are unsure if this has a purpose, but don’t want to delete it just incase it does?
a. Paul: I just put it in in case we need it, if still empty at end of build feel free to delete.

Site Permissions (issues and questions)

Paul: I’m afraid most of the issues/feature requests you’ve raised below are going to be tricky or not viable to implement

· All registered members and above are able to use the ‘Submit a Story’ icon – this is perfect. (Although I have mentioned back in question 7 about the current situation with unregistered members).

· I’m giving this some thought, it require php code in content which should be possible with a  little thought – investigating.

· Paul – is it possible to allow registered site members to get a drop down menu within Workbench 2 and for that menu to only allow them to submit an article? I would ideally like all registered site members and above to be able to submit articles. But, I only want ‘Authors’ and above to get the other drop down menu choices within Workbench 2.

· This would be tricky – I can look into it but it would definitely require coding – I think maybe we should leave this to a later implementation, maybe once all other issues are sorted.

· Gav(18.02.07: agreed.

· Paul – if the above item is do’able – then is it possible to allow registered members to then get the ‘edit’ icon by their articles solely within Workbench 2. So, the only place a registered member gets to edit anything would be for their articles within Workbench 2. They would not get the edit icon by their stories or anything else apart from articles within Workbench 2. They would not get the edit icon when they view Fiction Core stories or any other stories/work anywhere else – do’able?

· Similar answer to one of the questions above this would involve recoding core files, problem with this is you potentially need to change code again whenever you upgrade Joomla.

· Gav(18.02.07): Paul, let’s leave this to one side for the time being.

· Paul – when a piece of fiction or an article is published an Author can then still edit that fiction or article. When the Author has finished the edit they ‘save’ the edit but the Mods don’t get notified that an edit has been done to the work. I appreciate that ‘Authors’ are going to predominantly be the more trusted site members, but I am curious to know whether there is a facility we could incorporate to notify the Mods if an Author has edited a published piece of fiction or article?

· Will investigate – not got involved too much with this aspect.

Fiction Core Comments

· You should be a registered Imp-Lit user to be able to leave a comment within this section. Non-registered ‘Guests’ can currently leave comments and they should not be able to.

· I will change in config.

· The ‘Reply’ (red button) currently appears not to be working.

· Will investigate

· The ‘Search’ button on the blue ‘comments’ line – does something nuts when you click it.

· Will investigate

· Any comments that are made do not appear to go to the back-end for Mod approval before they get displayed.

· I will set this iconfig in security
· Gav(19.02.07) Paul, the comments do go to the back-end (as per your directions below), but the comments appear to be published automatically instead of allowing a Mod to publish.
· If you click any of the red buttons and instead of pressing ‘Send’ you click any of the top left module function buttons ‘Home’, ‘Fiction Core’, ‘Forum’ etc – the site logs you out.
· Will test this and see if is fixable.

· I used the red ‘Edit’ button (when logged in as Brannick) to edit a comment. The website then displayed a message saying that my edit had gone for Mod approval – although I cannot find this to approve within the back-end.

· You should find them in components -> !JoomlaComment -> Manage Comments.
· The red ‘Delete’ button brings up some crazy screen when you click it and say ‘yes’ to delete a comment.

· I’ll look into this.

· When adding an additional comment to a story (after one has already been posted) I got a message that the comment had gone for Mod approval and the comment box itself filled with HTML code. The site went all ‘squiggy’ and the Home, Fiction Core, Workbench etc tabs all vanished.

· I’ll look into this.

Workbench/Your Content
· Paul, an ‘Author’ when using Workbench has their work saved within the Fiction Core and their profile to be able to edit whenever they want, which is great. When an ‘Author’ saves a piece of work within Workbench this shows as ‘Fiction’ in the back-end and not ‘Workbench’. It only shows as ‘Workbench’ in the back-end when the author uses ‘Your Content’ and adds some work via the drop-down-menu and chooses the ‘Workbench’ option – this then posts the work to the Authors profile only. Is it possible to make work posted via Workbench show as Workbench work in the back-end, even though the work goes to the Fiction Core?
· Yes but then you would need to re-assign on publishing, I need to re structure the site slightly to do this. Just to confirm what you want is for all content submitted via workbench to go into a category called workbench and then to be assigned to the desired category by a mod when published.
· Gav(19.02.07): Let me speak to Steve about this before you do anything. If we did want to change it would it be a huge amount of work for you?
· Paul: it’s not too much work maybe 15 mins (as long as I’m  reading this right).
· Gav(20.02.07): Paul, I think we will put this to one side for the moment. May catch you on MSN when we next speak so I can explain it better.
Articles
1. I am worried that it could become a bit of a chore for members to click 'back' and 'next' within the Articles module when there are many articles displayed on site. Is it possible to make an Articles button (perhaps in the top left hand Home Page module) or link that when clicked displays a list of all the onsite articles regardless of who they have been submitted by? If this is do'able then the article list should not have the 'edit' button available to any members apart from Admins. (No biggy if 'Authors' get an 'edit' by their particular articles mind).
