1. The PM system doesn’t register a new message at the top of the screen when one is received. Also, some members are finding that their message trigger always says they have a new message when they don’t.

2. Is there any way that you can make the forum ranking system work again? Also, is it possible to make the ranks work for Moderators and Admins without them losing the Mod and Admin titles.

I’ll investigate this, do you have anymore details
Gav (08/06/07) – the ranks that you put in place for me disappeared when you did the last forum update. Folks now have Expert Boarder, Fresh Boarder, Gold Boarder etc or Mod and Admin – instead of the Chaos Marines, Orks, Eldar rank choices.

3. When a user is not logged in or registered and they go to the Forums they can see ALL the forums and read the posts despite whether the forums are for Registered or Author (or higher) ranking status. Can this be rectified?

Paul: Sadly no, there seems to be a bug in the core code that ignores the “or higher” part. I could hack it (maybe 75% chance) but it would take quite a while mainly as I’d need to trawl through the code to find the relevant bit. Another solution is to set all mods to a specific access level, maybe publisher if all are trusted, then this will work. For people with backend access they would need to have separate logins for backend access as admin’s will not be able to access a forum set to publisher or higher (as only publisher can view this as “or higher” isn’t working). I have a separate login for front and backend on Astro, not for this reason but just (shrugs shoulders) because.
An additional problem is that Joomlaboard is no longer supported. Just after we launched Imp Lit and out of the blue Joomlaboard stopped being actively developed. Some of the team responsible for building Joomlaboad have moved to the Fireboard project. This issue may be address once fireboard is up and running. July or August sometime.
4. In light of number 3, we cannot have a Mod forum as folks who are not logged in can see the forum and read what is being discussed. Are we ever able to have a hidden Mod forum?

Not with joomlaboard, unless you follow the instructions above – Fireboard will be taking over and is till at the Beta stage of development – this is due for launch in the next couple of months.
